Two String Miracle 
This trick requires: 1 multi-strand string (6 or more strands) 
Preparation: 
 1] Locate the center of the string. 2] Twist (undo) a 4 inch section of the string and locate the different strands.  
 3] Divide the strands into two equal half’s (4 strands ea.) 
 4] Pull about 4 inches of string. At this point you should have two loops of string in the center of the whole string. 
 5] Twist each loop to make two new “ends” (in the center of the original string) 
 Approx. 2 inches in length. You should now have two original ends and two new fake ends. 
 Presentation: 1] Cover the area where the strings meet (The original center of the string) 
 with your thumb and first finger. This will hide the secret of the trick and make it appear that 
 you have two pieces of string.  
 2] State & show that you have two pieces of string. 
 3] Place the string into a spectators hand by draping the ends over each side of the hand 
  and place the fake ends in their palm. 4] Close their hand lightly.  
 5] While saying a magic word, pull on the far ends of the string while you move it back and forth. 
 6] The fake ends will melt back into the center leaving you with one piece of string 
 7] Show that you now have one piece of string by pulling the string out of their hand. 
 8] Take your bows
